Marist Junior Rep teams Shine in First Week of Knockout Tournament 
The annual junior knockout Tournament is under way. Two of the Marist tams that have been entered 
this year have had excellent wins. The third team, J3 under Scott Worthington, were lucky to have been 
drawn as the bye team for the first round consequently advancing them automatically to the quarter 
finals. The weekend results in their grade may not have favoured them as their next opponent is a 
fancied Bays team. The Blue and Reds would have had to meet them and beat them in the final to win 
the championship so they may as well just dispose of them this week. J3 will be at Rautawhiri 2 at 
10:40. 
Russell Jones’ J2 team put in a very strong performance to beat Takapuna 62-0. This is a great 
confidence builder for these lads and maybe allows the hint of good promise for this Saturday where 
they have drawn Northcote and are playing at Helensville 1 at 9:30. 

The J4s appear to be very ably coached by Glen McGahan (et al) having posted largest winning margin 
of the week (Marist J2 had the 2nd best margin) of 84-0 over Mahurangi. The little guys must have been 
on fire during what must have been a very impressive performance. Glen will be challenged to keep the 
boys’ feet on the ground as they are likely to have a sterner challenge this week against North Shore at 
Riverhead 1 at 9:30. 
So COME ON all the Marist supporters with no senior rugby to watch this weekend. If you’re not 
going to any of the Rosmini games, get out and support these junior teams as they battle for semi final 
spots in this prestigious tournament. The boys would welcome some strong support.

Rosmini College teams – Finals bound! 
Four Rosmini College teams are strong contenders for finals berths as the NH secondary schools rugby 
competition heads towards the final 2 rounds.  

The 1st XV had booked a place in the finals several weeks ago after strong performances through the 
season. They trailed front running Massey HS until the last round, when Massey were beaten in a 
closely fought encounter with Westlake. Rosmini now has a better win/loss ratio than Massey having 
dropped only one game to Massey’s two. An excellent final is expected as these two teams are 1-all for 
the season and there does not appear to be much between them. They battle the final as the curtain 
raiser to the Harbour vs Northland game on Friday 21 August, which kicks off at 5:30pm. 

Rosmini 6A is the only unbeaten team in the school this year. Like the 1st XV they had their finals spot 
booked several weeks ago through strong performances against all opposition. The team contains a 
number of ex Marist players who played their final year of junior rugby in 2007 and 2008. Their scalps 
include two 29 point wins over second placed Westlake. The final will be on Saturday 29 August 
against Westlake and is likely to be played at Marist along with all of the secondary school finals 
(except the 1st XV. If you have the opportunity, get along to watch these lads before you have to pay to 
see them play! 
The 4A team is running in second place to Westlake after a good win on Saturday over Takapuna 
Grammar. With a 10 win, 1 loss record they definitely have what it takes to knock Westlake from their 
pedestal and it is highly likely that these two teams will compete on finals day. 

The 7As may also be finals-bound. This is a very tight competition where any one of 4 teams could still 
force a spot in the top two. Rosmini is on top of the ladder and is 1 point clear of the other 3 teams, all 
of whom are very much in contention. Their challenge is to beat Westlake this Saturday. But for a nasty 
count back situation this should give them sufficient points to be a part of the final. 

Other Rosmini teams have also had successful seasons with the 2nd and 3rd XVs and the 5th Grade side 
all currently running 3rd in their competitions. Unfortunately these guys are now out of contention for 
finals positions with only 2 rounds to play. 
You are encouraged to get your weekly rugby fix by getting out and supporting these boys. I doubt 
you’ll be disappointed – these boys can play!
